Finally, the M1 will
flash continuously once per second to indicate that the DI-704 isin normal operation.

What is PPPoE?

PPPOE stand for Point-to-Point Protocol over Ethernet. It is a non-standard method
of connecting to your ISP to gain an IP address. It relies upon a software client that is
provided by the ISP. An IP addressis required to gain a connection to the Internet.
How can | tell if | am using PPPOE?

PPPOE requires a client on your computer. If you have a broadband connection and
have to login to your provider in a similar fashion to how you would dia in with a
modem, you are probably using PPPOE. If you are simply connected to the Internet
when you turn on your computer, you probably are not. The safest way to check isto
call your provider, or read the documentation provided with your Internet service to
determineif you currently use PPPOE.
