If you purchased this Router to share your high-speed Internet connection with other
computers, you must have an established Internet account from an Internet Service
Provider (ISP).

2. It's best to use the same computer that is connected to your router for configuring the
DVG-G1402S Wireless VolP Router. The DVG-G1402S acts as a DHCP server and
will assign all the necessary IP address information on your network. See the Quick
Installation Guide or the Manual on the CD-ROM for setting each network adapter to
automatically obtain an IP address.

A. First, connect the power adapter to the power input at the back
panel of the DVG-G1402S and then plug the other end of the
power adapter to a wall outlet or power strip. On the front of the
device, the Power LED will turn ON to indicate proper operation.

B. Insert one end of the Ethernet cable into an Ethernet (LAN) port
on the back panel of the DVG-G1402S and the other end of the
cable to an Ethernet Adapter or available Ethernet port on your
computer.

C. Insert one end of the Ethernet Cable (blue) to the LAN or
Ethernet port on your Cable or DSL modem, and then connect
the other end of the cable to the WAN port of the DVG-G1402S.

D. Check the LED display on the front of the Router to confirm that
the connections have been made.

WERP is for general use and utilizes a Shared Key between cooperating Wireless
devices. WEP encrypts the data portion of each frame transmitted from the
wireless adapter using one of the predefined keys. Decryption of the data
contained in each packet can only be done if the both the receiver and transmitter
have the same shared key.
