
Mediglia is a town in Italy with a population of 12,235. 
It is part of the metropolitan area of Milan in Lombardy. 
Its municipal offices are in Triginto. Mediglia is a rural 
settlement with a history stemming back to ancient times, 
when the town was comprised of the districts of 
Melegnanello and Triginto only. In the Napoleonic era 
(1809), the towns Colturano and Robbiano were 
aggregated into the Mediglia district. Two years later the 
towns Bustighera, Canobbio, Gavazzo, Mercugnano and 
Vigliano were also added.
